@ Press " Kitchen Timer/Clock ", the minute figures will flash.

@ Turn "@ "or " " to adjust the minute figures, the input time should be within 0--59.

@ In waiting state, press " " to choose the cooking time. Then press
"START/+30s/Confirm " to start microwave cooking with 100% power lever.

9.Multi-Stage Cooking

Two stages can be maximumly set. If one stages is defrosting, it should be put in the first
stage. The buzzer will ring once after each stage and the next stage will begin.

Note: Auto menu cannot be set as one of the multi-stage.

Example: if you want to defrost the food for 5 minutes, then to cook with 80%
microwave power for 7 minutes. The steps are as following:

@ Press " Weight/Time Defrost " twice, the screen displays "dEF2".

@ Press " @ "or" @ " to adjust the defrost time of 5 minutes;

@ Press "Micro./Grill/Combi." once, the screen will display "P100".

@ Press "@" or" " to choose microwave power till "P80" displays;
@ Press "START/+30s/Confirm" to confirm, the screen will display "P80".

@ Press "@ "or "@ " to adjust the cooking time of 7 minutes;
(@) Press "START/+30s/Confirm" to start cooking.

10. Lock Function for Children

Lock: In waiting state, press " STOP/Clear " for 3 seconds, there will be a long beep denoting
entering the children-lock state and the current time will display if the time has been set,
otherwise, the screen will display "0:00".

Lock quitting: In locked state, press "STOP/Clear " for 3 seconds, there will be a long "beep”
denoting that the lock is released.

11. Inquiring Function
@ In cooking states of microwave, grill and combination. Press " Micro./Grill/Combi."
